SUNSMART POLICY

Budgewoi Public School has adopted a SunSmart Policy.  The purpose of this policy is to ensure that all children attending our school are protected from skin damage caused by the harmful ultraviolet rays of the sun.

The Policy states:
1. All year round but, in particular for Terms and 4:

1.1 Children will wear hats that satisfy Cancer Council guidelines whenever they are outside.

1.2 Children who do not have their hats with them will play in an area protected from the sun.

1.3 Children will be encouraged to use available areas of shade for outdoor play activities.

1.4 Outdoor activities will be held in areas of shade, whenever possible.

1.5 Teachers will schedule outdoor activities before 10 am and after 2 pm (11 am – 3pm during daylight saving time) whenever possible.

1.6 Children must wear appropriate hats for sport, sports carnivals, outdoor excursions and activities.

1.7 Staff will be encouraged to act as role models by practising SunSmart behaviours:\

· wearing appropriate hats and clothing for all outdoor activities

· using a sunscreen for skin protection.

2. Budgewoi Public School will:

2.1 Ensure that school hats are appropriate and satisfy Cancer Council guidelines.

2.2 Ensure that adequate shade is provided at sporting carnivals and outdoor events

2.3 Increase the number of shelters and trees providing shade

2.4 Incorporate sun and skin awareness programs into its curriculum

2.5 Reinforce regularly the SunSmart Policy in a positive way through newsletters, parent meetings, student and teacher activities.
